WEEK OF SEPTEMBER 21, 2019

MAIN POINT: ON DAYS FIVE AND SIX, GOD MADE THE BIRDS, FISH, AND ANIMALS.

BIBLE STORY: BIRDS, FISH, AND ANIMALS ¢ GENESIS 1:20-25

PART 1

STORYTELLER: “Hello friends, and welcome to the
Wonder! Clubhouse! This month, we’re learning all
about how God made everything in just seven days.
Can you count with me to seven? One, two, three,
four, five, six, seven! Great job! When | ask you this
very important question, ,
you say, ‘God made everything! Let’s practice!
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CHILDREN AND STORYTELLER: “God made
everything!”

STORYTELLER: “That’s right! God made everything
in seven days, and it was all good! That’s something
we can all celebrate together! Everyone stand up,
dance, and help me sing a song called ‘All Good.”

Lead children in singing “All Good” with the hand
motions.

STORYTELLER: “Great job! Thanks for worshipping
with me, friends! Before you have a seat, tell me,
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CHILDREN AND STORYTELLER: “God made
everything!”

STORYTELLER: “Yes! That’s the truth, friends! In
today’s Bible story, we’re going to learn about what
God made on the fifth and sixth days of creation.
Let’s check in with Ollie at the Wonder! Clubhouse to
learn more.”

STORYTELLER: “On day five, God made birds and
fish. Then, on day six, God made animals. But He
wasn’t done yet. Next week, we’ll see what else God
made on day six. Now, let’s count to six together!”

CHILDREN AND STORYTELLER: “One, two, three,
four, five, six!”

STORYTELLER: “Great job! God made fish, birds, and
animals, and that was only on days five and six.
Remember, God made everything! So, let me ask you,
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CHILDREN AND STORYTELLER: “God made
everything!”

STORYTELLER: “That’s true! God made everything,
and it was all good. Now, let’s close our eyes and
pray together.”

STORYTELLER: “Dear God, thank You for making
such a wonderful world. Thank You for all the birds in
the air and the fish in the sea. Thank You for all the
animals — big and small. You are so creative,
powerful, and loving. Please help us remember that
You made all of the wonderful things we see every
day. We love You. In Jesus’ name, amen.”

STORYTELLER: “Now friends, it’s time for you to
head back to your groups where you’re going to
learn more about how God made the birds, fish, and
animals.”

STORYTELLER: “Where is the (color of
Quest Animal Group, i.e., Red Rabbit) group? You can
go ahead and line up with your group leader at the
door and go back to group.”

STORYTELLER: “Where is the (color of
Quest Animal Group, i.e., Green Gorilla) group? You
can go ahead and line up with your group leader at
the door and go back to group.”

Continue until all groups are dismissed.
