Offering (60 seconds)

Purpose: Recap teaching video lesson in one sentence.
Explain offering and pray over it while it's collected.

There is no way we could ever express how
amazing He is. He’s so much bigger than words. We can only
adore Him with our whole hearts. Now, it’s time for our tithes
and offerings! Today, our Church is giving an end of the year
offering called Available. If you’ve brought an offering, you can
place it in the box at the front of the room. Let’s pray for our
offerings.

Large Group Game (12 mins)

Purpose: Bring the fun together as a large group.

Sample script:

Now, while we
may not have a white Christmas outside, after today’s game is
over, it'll be a white Christmas inside! In this game, we’re going
to have a snowball fight, and your team will need to work
together in order to get the most snow on your opponent’s
side.

If you look at the floor, you can see there’s a red line
separating the two sides of the room. You’ll also see some
green lines on the floor — those lines are very important
because you're actually not allowed to throw paper while
you're in front of that line. If you’re seated in front of the green
line, your job is to pass the paper backwards to your
teammates behind that line. If you’re behind the line, your job
is to get as much paper to the opponent’s side as possible.
