BIBLE STORY: BIGGER BARNS ¢ ACTS 2:45; LUKE 12:16-21

STORYTELLER: “Hello friends, and welcome to the
Wonder! Clubhouse! This month, we’re learning all
about the Bible and how it’s better than gold. When |
ask you this very important question,

CHILDREN AND STORYTELLER: “The Bible is better
than gold!”

CHILDREN AND STORYTELLER: “The Bible is better
than gold!”

STORYTELLER: “Yes! That’s the truth, friends! In our
Bible story today, we’ll learn about the time Jesus
taught a story about a farmer to show us that God
wants us to share our stuff. Let’s check in with Ollie
at the Wonder! Clubhouse to learn more.”

STORYTELLER: “We shouldn’t keep what we have to
ourselves like the man in Jesus’ story did. We can
share what we have and help others. I'm so glad we
can read the Bible to learn how to share with others!
So, let me ask you, 7

CHILDREN AND STORYTELLER: “The Bible is better
than gold!”

STORYTELLER: “That’s right! God gave us the Bible
and when we read it, we’ll learn how we can share
our stuff. That’s one of the many reasons why the
Bible is better than gold! Now let’s close our eyes
and pray together.”

STORYTELLER: “Dear God, thank You SO much for
such a wonderful treasure — the Bible. It’s better
than gold! Please help us learn all that we can so we
can live the way You want us to. We love You. In
Jesus’ name, amen.”

STORYTELLER: “Now friends, it’s time for you to
head back to your groups where you’re going to
learn more about how the Bible teaches us how to
share our stuff.”

STORYTELLER: “Where is the (color of
Quest Animal eGroup, i.e., Red Rabbit) group? You
can go ahead and line up with your group leader at
the door and go back to your group.”

STORYTELLER: “Where is the (color of
Quest Animal eGroup, i.e., Yellow Yak) group? You
can go ahead and line up with your group leader at
the door and go back to your group.”
