Let’s practice! ‘Who do you need?’” 

CHILDREN AND STORYTELLER: “I need Jesus!” 

STORYTELLER: “Yes, we do! You see, sometimes life can get 
tough and it’s good to know that we’ll always have a friend like 
Jesus who is with us and can do amazing things. There’s no 
better friend than Jesus, and that’s something we can 
celebrate! Everyone stand up, sing and dance, and help me 
sing a song called, ‘Everybody Praise Him.’”

STORYTELLER: “Thanks for worshipping with me, friends. 
Before you have a seat, tell me, ‘Who do you need?’” 

CHILDREN AND STORYTELLER: “I need Jesus!” 

STORYTELLER: “That’s right! The Bible tells us Jesus loves us, 
knows us, and wants to help us whenever we need it. In fact, 
we’re going to learn that as our memory verse this month!  
Listen to the Bible verse as I say it, then, we you’ll repeat it 
with me as we do the hand motions together. Listen carefully: 

‘You are (point up) everything (hands out to sides) I

Thanks for 
sending Jesus to show just how much You love us. In Jesus’ 
name we pray, amen.” 

STORYTELLER: “Now friends, it’s time for us to head back to 
our eGroups where you’re going to learn more about why we 
need Jesus.”
