Read Proverbs 4:7

The Bible says, “wisdom is supreme.” Another way we could say
that is “wisdom is best.” Gaining wisdom is one of the best things
you can ever do, but it isn’t easy. In fact, this verse says that getting
wisdom will cost you everything.
